He was later diagnosed with Juvenile/Type I diabetes.; Having had brief exposure to the martial arts during their time in; Laos, and with the growing popularity of martial arts like Judo and Karate,; they felt it might be wise to enroll him in a in a newly opened dojo; and have him exercise to prevent becoming "sickly."; With regular doctor visits and some accommodations, he adapted well to; Judo and went on to score high ranks in juvenile and young adult; competitions. While the thrived in the martial arts, he languished in school.; Of course it was still years away before knowledge of dyslexia would; become common and with that lack of knowledge teachers called him; "flighty" and "spirited."; In high school, to avoid having to struggle reading, he took every shop; class they offered, including cooking (only boy in the class). He was; there he discovered his talent with working with his hands (helped by; the fact that dyslexics are often excellent 3-D/spatial thinkers). He; regularly earned high grades in metal and auto shop.; It was early in his junior year that his diabetes took a turn for the; worst, nearly costing him a foot and taking out of Judo for the; foreseeable future. Everything came to a head. He sank into depression and had; a crisis of faith. He dropped out of high school and hit the road, much; to the dismay of his parents.; He traveled through the southwest, bunking with whoever would let him,; and taking odd jobs. He enrolled his five year old son. They moved to GV, renting the remnants of a hobby farm. His; father found work at the local auto shop and they supplemented their; income by reselling tires for farm and construction equipment.; He continued by training by distance learning and instruction from; videos and books. His father did the sparring exercises with him when he; had time.; RoF: As of the Ring of Fire, Terrell has spent eleven years in Ninjutsu; and is a sixteen year old sophomore. Virginia; Thomas Price Riddle (80; retired lawyer, very frail, but attempting to give private tutoring to aspiring law students; married to Veleda Bartlett, father of Chuck Riddle; J.D.; Episcopalian) and wife; Thomas Price Riddle was born in 1920 in * (anywhere?) Born in Grantville, I think ? it appears to be a locally prominent family, especially on his mother's side. The eldest of three children, his two sisters (Myra and Stella) are both deceased.; Thomas was a lively child of a middle-income household. He attended public school, where he played on the track team, read voraciously and was known for his debating and writing skills. He led the school's debate team in his senior year; the team won the county championship.; Thomas graduated from high school in 1938, during the Great Depression and just prior to WWII. Although money was tight, his father agreed to support him through college in order to further Thomas' career aspirations. Thomas attended the University of West Virginia at Morgantown [and lived at home during school to conserve scarce funds If he was from GV, I don't think this would have been a feasible commute in 1938 ? it is today, but the roads then made it a drive of several hours]. Again at college he excelled in track and debating. He also edited the college newspaper, The Voice of WVU. His editorial positions were consistently in support of student efforts, especially those on behalf of student financial assistance. It was while he was at college that Thomas met and married the only girl he ever loved, Veleda Bartlett [Veleda had been born in Charlottesville, VA, where her father took his Ph.D. - he was a faculty member at WVU]. Veleda worked in the Admissions Office at WVU and it was love at first sight for the two of them. They married at the end of Thomas' junior year, just before he enlisted in the Army.; Thomas' college education was cut short by the onset of WWII. He enlisted in the Army where his writing and speaking skills earned him a posting on the Army Voice, the newspaper for Army personnel. (Don't know how much of a fighting veteran Thomas needs to be. Can't he just be a writer?) It's probably more likely that he would just have been a writer, given his background. The US army didn't follow the English WWI practice of using its educated but untrained recruits as cannon fodder. As a writer for the Voice, he traveled widely to the various fronts, interviewing soldiers in the trenches, Army brass at headquarters and support personnel wherever they were. He wrote of the Red Cross Canteens and efforts of individuals to support and assist fighting soldiers. One memorable year he traveled with Bob Hope on his Christmas tour.; (Where do we get UCMJ experience in here?) Possibly have him stay in the army for a couple of years after the end of the war, and spend some time covering the occupation and the way the US handled disciplinary actions against its troops and managed civilian resistance to occupation? The other option would be to have him return to the army for a period during the Korean War, after he got his degree, and actually work within the system.; When the war ended, Thomas re-enrolled at UWV under the GI Bill and quickly obtained his degree in Pre-Law Studies in 1947. He enrolled in the College of Law at Morgantown (check this name) where he took what elective courses were available on the history of law and the administration of military law. His and Veleda's son, Charles "Chuck" Riddle, was born in 1946. A sister born in 1948 was left Uptime.; After graduating from law school in 1950 with his J.D. degree, Thomas and Veleda [returned to his family home in omit, this, I think, since he came from GV] decided to stay in Morgantown. They joined the local Episcopalian (Veleda was Episcopalian, though the Price family's background was Methodist] church and served in numerous church functions. Thomas headed the Finance Committee, the Stewardship Committee, the Membership Committee, and was Head Deacon. [snipped, see under Veleda]; Thomas opened his own law office in 1950 in Morgantown.[Perhaps here ? Thomas was preparing to open his own law office when Korea came along and he went back into the army, spending a couple of years administering the UCMC in various contexts?] He did no trial work, preferring to counsel his clients on a variety of administrative and business issues. Because of his military experience and courses on military justice taken in law school, he was especially helpful to veterans who needed assistance on a variety of military issues, from housing to the GI Bill to health care. Thomas retired in 1990, although he continued to advise long-time clients on a part-time basis. He and his wife moved to Mannington [Grantville]in 1992 to be closer to his son, Charles, and Charles' family. [Charles had done a kind of reverse migration from the city to a small town ? he had followed the family tradition of going into law, but because of his love of the outdoors and remembering the summers he had spent in Grantville as a boy, he decided to take over the practice of his grandmother, Myra (Price) Riddle, who was no longer at all well by the time Chuck passed the bar exam and who died shortly after he took over the practice. Myra's career as one of WV's pioneer women lawyers had always fascinated Chuck. The Administration had no resources to maintain a law school and requested that Thomas set up some sort of apprentice program to train lawyers.
